Your Dynamite peak voltage detection charger includes safety circuitry
and programming. The charger will stop charging after 15 minutes if it
senses any issues that have come up in charging. The high electrical
resistance commonly found in new, unconditioned, Ni-MH batteries
can cause this safety circuit to tumn off the charger before a full
charging cycle is complete. This is commonly known as a “false peak”
in your battery charge.

Should this occur during your first charge cycle, it does not necessarily
indicate a failure of either your charger or battery.
